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HEALTH AND SAFETY

PROCEDURE – Guidelines for Non-Custodial Parents

· To ensure the Health, Safety and Welfare of children attending the school.

· To allow access by the non-custodial parent unless such access is denied by court order
GUIDELINES:
1) Access will be denied to non-custodial parents where a court order (including interim) has been issued denying that access.
2) Where no such court order exists, non-custodial parents will be given access to the child including access to copies of records pertaining to that child’s learning, i.e not home details

3) If the school is aware that the parent may not wish this to happen but no such order exists, every effort will be made to contact that parent to inform them that access is being sought but can not be denied by us without the appropriate documentation.

4) When a child is enrolled any custody / access arrangements reported or whether a court order has been issued is recorded and will be recorded on the MUSAC Student Manager. The school will update files as arrangements change and the school is notified. 
5) All staff members will be given a list of such arrangements to ensure the safety of children. Any other arrangements eg codes for the collection of children, will also be circulated to staff. 

6) If requested, separated and non-custodial parents may request copies of newsletters and reports and these will be supplied by the school unless access by the court has been denied.

7) If a non-custodial parent attempts to break a court order, the police will be informed immediately and contact made with the custodial parent.
